In addition to the modules taught in the ESB degree programmes, a
range of foreign language courses are offered by the Reutlingen
International Office (RIO), including courses on the German
language and culture.

If you are here in the winter semester, don’t miss out on the
intensive pre-semester language and culture course offered by RIO
which is a great way to start your stay in Reutlingen.

Workload
The workload of a full-time student at ESB Business School is 30 
ECTS credits per semester, with one credit requiring 25 – 30 hours 
of study. The number of credits you must acquire is determined by 
your home university

Academic Calender
Exchange students are welcome both in the winter and summer 
semester. Semester dates will differ according to the degree 
programme cluster. The exact dates are available on our website.

Module Offering
Exchange students can choose from a broad range of modules
instructed in English. If your language skills meet the
requirements, you are also welcome to select modules taught in
German. Your exchange coordinator will support you with your
course selection.
